• The Bible: Is the Inerrant Word Of God which means the Author is 
God ( as in ) Jesus that inspired the collection of 66 Books/Letters in 
the Bible written by approximately 40 different men over a period of 
about 1,500 - 2,000 years. 

• Our current Bible: is divided into Two halves called Testaments ( or 
covenants ). The Old Testament and The New Testament. 

• A Covenant is: a written agreement or promise usually under seal* 
between two or more parties expressly for the benefit of two ( or more 
) parties. > In the case of the Old Testament it was to create a binding 
agreement that God would send a messiah to restore His people 
back to Him. And in the case of the New Testament a binding 
agreement that He had indeed now done so. 

• Prophecy Is: Something that has been Spoken and Declared in 
Advance of it actually happening and that is 100% accurate. 

• The Bible: It has been calculated that approximately 28% of the 
Bible is Prophecy 

• The 1st Book In the Bible is called GENESIS ( Old Testament ) 
 


• The Last Book In the Bible is called The Book of Revelation.

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Books Of The Bible: 
Simply learning the Titles of the books of the Bible ( above graphic ), will go 
a long way in giving you a good overview of just how divinely involved 
preserving God’s Holy Word in scripture has been.


It is obvious man/men could not have contrived such a cohesive amount of 
text down through the centuries and across different languages ( let alone 
the countless prophecies written well before their fulfillment ) out of their 
own minds and/or scholarship.


Leaving no other source of these books that make up our Bible today to 
have been produced than from the Heart of God Himself. 
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And, as scripture itself tells us, all of it came by way of the Holy Spirit 
( often called the Holy Ghost ) unto normal mortal men, most of whom had 
no previous scholastic or formal journalistic teachings ( save the Apostle 
Paul ).


In addition, to just memorizing the Bible Book Titles and the order in which 
they appear in the Bible, it will prove to be much easier “Going-To”  the 
correct section of the Bible when called on by a Preacher/Teacher or your 
own private Bible Study “lookups”.
